Recommendations

Establish urgent measures aimed at Roma in the field of employment, including street trading as a strategic economic sector. 

Ensure access to financial and social welfare assistance for the Roma population, such as the Minimum Living Income and 
other minimum income schemes. 

Facilitate access to healthcare services for Roma who have immigrated from other countries.

Create indicators which will provide data on residential concentration as another form of residential segregation.

Agree a multi-level emergency plan for fighting Roma child poverty.

Envision and promote intersectional policies in the National Roma Strategy.

Main findings
Inclusion of the fight against antigypsyism as a cross-cutting issue.

Lack of participation and coordination with the Regional governments in its drafting.

Addresses the main challenges but does so vaguely and without the necessary 
specificity.

Alignment with the EU Roma Strategic Framework is correct but with gaps (migrants, 
disability, LGTBI+).

Shortcomings regarding the creation of effective indicators, funding and monitoring.

No operational plans approved after 2 years of implementation.

Structural difficulty for implementation in decentralised states.
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Roma in Spain
The Roma population in Spain is estimated at between 725,000 and 750,000 people, according to Council of Europe data, representing up 
to 1.5% of the total population. Almost half of the population lives in Andalusia, with the rest residing mainly in Catalonia, Valencia and Madrid. 
A large number of Roma arrived in Spain from Romania after the country's accession to the EU.
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
